The Presbyterian Women will have a Sarah Circle meeting on

At our March meeting we will have a dedication of the óLeast 

Coin.'   This is an ongoing project throughout the year.  At 

every meeting each member contributes the smallest value coin 

from her change purse.  The history of this tradition is as 

follows: 

            Fellowship of the Least Coin links prayer and least 

coins of many countries in a very significant way, as the least 

coin becomes the symbol of prayer for peace and 

reconciliation.  It was begun in 1956 by Shanti Solomon of 

India, who believed that women anywhere could have a sense 

of being part of a worldwide family of faith as they prayed for 

peace and reconciliation in the family, the community, the 

nation and the world, setting aside the least coin of their 

country as a token of that prayer.  The giving of the least 

coin was to be only a symbol of the prayer for peace, a symbol 

made more significant by the gathering of the least coins from 

throughout the world into a common fund where the identity 

of the donor is lost and the oneness of women in their common 

fund is symbolized. 

            Each year, 35 to 50 grants are given through the 

Fellowship of the Least Coin.  An international committee 

reviews the applications for special projects of evangelism, 

service, and relief throughout the world, particularly programs 

of development and empowerment of women and 

opportunities.
